PRESENTATION: Diane Sjojern with City of Lawrence Waste Reduction and Recycling Department gave information on yard waste recycling, household recycling and the upcoming Home Energy Conservation Fair.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: (Gwen) LAN is in Task Group 6 for upcoming talks, probably in November, with the City Planning Department concerning new planning regulations to go before the City Commission. 

City is looking for input on use for two old fire stations, 19th and Mass. and 24th and Lawrence Ave.

(David Schauner) City has budgeded $90,000.00 for Downtown Beautification, but no approved plan yet.

NEIGHBORHOOD RESOURCES REPORT: (Lesley) Public meeting on Library expansion will be held November 12, 10:00 am to Noon at the Visitors Center.

Public Works has put in request to KDOT Transportation Enhancement Program for funds for improvements to relaying brick streets on Ohio from 6th to 8th with limestone curbs, improvements to Burrows Creek/Rails to Trails route and Downtown pedestrian crossings and bus stop. Will be looking for public input for submission review by KDOT

OLD BUSINESS: Website; Tom and Gwen will talk to Kendall about some changes/additions to the LAN Website.

A general discussion of sidewalks was held.  Points included were is there a place for more City responsibility for sidewalks and how can enforcement for regulations for sidewalk maintenance be improved? No LAN positions were taken.  

Gwen discussed review of noise complaints.  Few were construction related.  Construction activities are currently exempt from noise regulations. It was felt a dialog needs to be started with the City about concerns regarding construction noise, especially during night hours.

Update on 13th and Haskell (Brookcreek), Zoning Appeals will be asked for the garage door to be removed.

NEW BUSINESS: (Gwen) Should LAN create workshops for community education similar the the Chamber of Commerce's Leadership conference?

(Candy) Discussed Oread NA ongoing efforts to get improvement in trash/litter situation.  Current ordinance appears to be ineffective.  Neighborhood 
Resources is looking at ordinances in other cities.  Motion passed (Longhurst/Braswell) for LAN to write letter of support in Oread NA efforts to improve trash/litter ordinance.

NEW NA ISSUES: Centennial (Tom): Dialog continuing with City on Nuisance House problems.

North Lawrence (Beth): Draft stormwater study is available.  Discussed efforts to establish a train quiet zone through North Lawrence. 

Old West Lawrence (Linda): Establishing a neighborhood welcoming committee. They are weeding Buford park.

Parkhill (Carol): Successful in dealing the US Post Office in allowing mailboxes back on houses and not on posts by street. 

Pinckney (Gwen): Discussed further efforts on HOP zoning.
