A significant item from July was that LAN Vice President Carol Bowen resigned.  Tom Harper was voted Vice President and Dan Dannenburg was voted Treasurer.

TREASURER’S REPORT (DAN): Current balance $1698.86.

NEIGHBORHOOD RESOURCES REPORT: Dani handed out the August 2010 Planning and Development Services Neighborhood Update.  Issues include: The weatherization grant program is accepting applications until August 31.  Also, the 2010 CDBG/HOME grant year begins August 1.   

There are two at large positions open on the Community Development Advisory committee. More information is available on the City of Lawrence website, lawrenceks.org

OLD BUSINESS: Gwen discussed updates regarding development proposed for the 6th and Wakarusa area. The Planning Staff has recommended denial of an application to develop 600,000 square feet of retail in this area. Planning Commission has postponed this issue until August. Kirk said LAN should take a written stand on the 6th and Wakarusa development issue.  It was moved (Longhurst/Lewis) that Kirk will help Gwen write a letter of support for the Planning Staff recommendation to limit development size.

Ted discussed further news regarding the Northeast plan. Neighbors are relatively happy.  Meetings have been well attended. Development is not recommended do to drainage issues requiring a large infrastructure investment. Most land will remain classified agricultural.  Development along US 59 Highway is seen as reasonable.  Issue is tabled for 30-60 days.

It was suggested that the LAN retreat could be September 18 from 10:00 to 2:00.  Candy suggested a topic of how can LAN have more impact?

NEW BUSINESS: It was recommended that the next breakfast guest be Brian Jimenez, with the codes Enforcement Department.

NEIGHBORHOOD REPORTS:

Centennial (Tom): The City has created a punch list of issues with the new Lawrence High School Stadium to be addressed.

Oread (Candy): Porta-John regulations should help Oread this football season.

Sunset Hills (Dan): New President, Jeannie Peas.  Will hand out literature again advising neighbors of nuisance hours and noise ordinances.

East Lawrence (Deron) Block Party October 2. Neighbors appreciate repairs to the brick streets. 

West Hills (Robert): Two blocks have been repaired, but work not done evenly throughout the neighborhood.

University Place (CJ): July 11 held ice cream social.

North Lawrence (Ted): North 2nd Street construction finished. 6th and Maple Street pump station property has been purchased.  Need funding to purchase pumps. September 13, pot luck at Lyons Park.

Old West Lawrence (Kirk): Drafted new by-laws. 

Pinckney (Steve): Picnic August 21 at Burcham Park.
