NEIGHBORHOOD RESOURCES REPORT: Michelle handed out the November Neighborhood Update from Planning and Development Services.

NEW BUSINESS: Steve suggested LAN write a thank you note to Capitol City Bank for allowing LAN to use their facility for meetings. He will work on a letter.

Gwen said requested changes to the RM 32 zoning classification will be discussed at the next LAN meeting.

Gwen said there are plans to meet with Jeff Weinberg, KU Assistant to the Chancellor to talk about KU’s relationship with surrounding neighborhoods.

Deron discussed possible ways of changing the LAN website. It was moved (Harper/Geyer) that Deron get more information on web site possibilities.

Candy asked for and it was moved (McClure/Lewis) that LAN will support boarding house regulations that require one parking space per bedroom and that would limit the size of building additions.

The idea of rental registration was discussed and the need for more enforcement of current nuisance regulations.

The Betty Award was discussed.  It was decided that LAN would hand out this award every two years.

Gwen mentioned that the City Commission has received a request to consider allowing four dogs per person in a residence.

NEIGHBORHOOD REPORTS:

Sunset Hills (Dan): Neighbors are still concerned about new development around the Meadowbrook Apartments.

North Lawrence (Ted): Had a good neighborhood clean-up. Plans for the new hydroelectric plant expansion are still on track. NLIA has started working on Christmas donations.

Old West Lawrence (Kirk): Neighbors concerned that the City is not enforcing nuisance housing regulations sufficiently.

Pinckney (Steve): Representatives from Ballard Community Services met with the PNA to discuss their plans to build an Early Childhood Learning facility in Pinckney. Neighbors think this is a good plan.

Centennial (Tom): Ice cream social November 13.

Brook Creek (Dickie): Gave out latest newsletter.

Indian Hills (Dave): Fall meeting coming up. Their neighborhood plan is going to the City Commission.

East Lawrence (Deron): Neighborhood clean-up Saturday. Handed out newsletter.

West Lawrence (Gwen): Think they have gained some concessions regarding zoning for hotels and their ancillary use, especially limits on associated bars.

University Place (CJ): Neighbors had a recent meeting with Rob Neff, City of Lawrence Police Neighborhood Resource Officer.
