Meeting called to order 7:00 pm.

TREASURER’S REPORT (DAN): $10.60 spent for breakfast meeting. Current balance $1671.21

PRESENTATION: Dave Corliss, Lawrence City Manager, handed out the Planning and Development Services October Neighborhood Update.  Items include CDBG/HOME 2011 Grant Applications are available and due December 1, 2010. Also, three At Large positions and one Low-Moderate Income Area representative positions are available on the Community Development Advisory Committee. Dave also handed out cards showing different ways to stay informed about City Government news.

Dave discussed the 2011 Budget.  Basics include: 2011 budget is approximately $167 million, mill levy will remain flat (26.7 mills) and assessed valuation dropped by .08% from last year. Priorities include: maintain and enhance infrastructure, expand economic development, maintain and improve public safety, no cuts in public safety. Dave also briefly discussed the acquisition of the old Farmland Industries property and its potential for future economic development. 

Dave was asked about the City Rental Inspection program. He said the Codes Enforcement program is short inspectors and has limited resources for inspection. He said the City has generally looked for compliance from violators, not punishment. Dennis and Dawn Crump and Angela Powell talked about problems they are having with too many renters in a single family zoned area north of Peterson Road. Noise, traffic, parking and trash are some of their concerns.

OLD BUSINESS: Ted said last minute changes to the Northeast Sector Plan that include reducing the agricultural set aside being reduced to 50% has left many people unhappy with the plan. Drainage issues are still a big issue.

NEW BUSINESS: It was recommended that the next breakfast guest be City Commissioner Aron Cromwell.
 
Gwen discussed planning based on the Complete Streets concept. Current traffic planning is based on traffic flow.  Complete Streets looks at additional issues such as pedestrian and bike usage and safety. Gwen said Scott McCullough with the Planning and Development Department supports Complete Street ideas.

NEIGHBORHOOD REPORTS:

Sunset Hills (Dan): Neighbors feel it is important to stay on top of code enforcement.

North Lawrence (Ted): Neighborhood cleanup coming up.

Old West Lawrence (Jim): Block Party and Neighborhood Garage Sale coming up. Handed out latest newsletter.

Pinckney (Steve): Ballard Community Services will build a LEED Platinum Early Childhood facility in 
Pinckney.

Centennial (Tom): Lights at the tennis courts behind the Virtual School on Louisiana Street are an issue of concern in the neighborhood.
